o Accessibility matters! Keep sidewalks
free of roll-out carts so everyone can
enjoy our shared spaces.

Set your cart on a flat surface behind
the curb or at the end of your
driveway.

To assist with winter operations,
please do not place carts curbside the
night before collection day.

Do not set your cart on a snowbank.

If the roll-out cart will not fit in the
driveway opening, you will need to
shovel an opening where the cart can
be placed on a flat surface.

Do not put garbage on top of the lid of
your cart.

Place garbage inside of cart to
facilitate automated collection.
Excess bags must be bag tagged and
placed at ground level.
